
OPTION THREE

Option Three places some small civic programming at the front of the 
neighborhood pulling visitors off of Thorpe Road activating the north entry 
of the site. The Civic node perched on a peninsula on the north side of the 
site has a strong connection the neighborhood and trail network. Strong 
North South organization of site programming and amenities, and East West 
thoroughfare connection with open space and parks.

PROS
- Civic node programming at front entrances are easily visible from Thorpe 
Road
- Civic node activity will be concentrated on the fringe of the site
- Strong open space and park connection
- Civic node activate the central core of neighborhood
- Strong Programming connection

CONS
- Civic node on peninsula replaces view premium lots 
- Main Civic node will have limited access points, creating potential circulation 
challenges
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
